Proposals for papers should include: title of paper and abstract of up to 250 words.

All proposals should be submitted BY 30 APRIL 2010 to daniel.holloway@area.ox.ac.uk 
Panels and papers will be selected according to academic merit, and BACS will inform proposers of the outcome of the assessment in the week commencing 10 May 2010.

The Association is launching an e-journal later this year and, if they wish, and presenters will be welcome to submit their papers for peer-review for inclusion in the journal.
