How to Get to Manor Hall & Sinclair House

Travelling by Car from M4/M32:

· Follow the directions from the M32 as shown on the University web site but do not turn right into Woodland Road. Continue along Park Row and into Queen’s Road (passing the Wills Memorial Tower on your right). 

· Shortly after the second set of traffic lights, the road forks.  Follow the left hand fork into Berkeley Place/Jacobs Wells Road.  

· Take the second available right hand turn on to Constitution Hill. Just before you have to give way at the top of this very steep hill, there is a right hand turn into Lower Clifton Hill.  Immediately on the right hand side of Lower Clifton Hill is Clifton Hill House, another hall of residence, and, a few metres further down the hill, you will see Manor Hall’s car park entrance on the left.

· Please note that Lower Clifton Hill is one way. 

Travelling by Car from M5, Junction 17:
· If you are unfamiliar with Bristol, the easiest approach from the M5 is from Junction 17, following the A4018 to Clifton.

· From Whiteladies Road, turn right at the traffic lights outside BBC Bristol (see map) into St Paul’s Road and over two mini roundabouts into Queen’s Road.

· Turn left into Gordon Road (immediately past the Students’ Union building – marked 80 on the map), then right into Meridian Place/York Place.

· At the end of York Place, turn left into Clifton Road then take the first (sharp) left hand turn down onto Constitution Hill, and immediately turn left again onto Lower Clifton Hill.  Immediately on the right hand side of Lower Clifton Hill is Clifton Hill House, another hall of residence, and, a few metres further down the hill, you will see Manor Hall’s car park entrance on the left.

· Please note that Lower Clifton Hill is one way.

Parking at Manor Hall

· Manor Hall has very limited on site parking. Parking is possible in neighbouring side streets and there is an NCP multi storey car park on Berkeley Place. (From Manor Hall, turn left down Lower Clifton Hill and left again into Berkeley Place. The car park entrance is on the left.)

Travelling by Coach:

· The Marlborough Street Bus and Coach station is shown on the map. It is a 20 minute walk or a 5-10 minute taxi ride to Manor Hall. There is a taxi rank immediately outside the Bus and Coach station.

Travelling by Train:

· As explained on the University web site, Bristol has two mainline railway stations of which Bristol Temple Meads is closest to Manor Hall and the University precinct.

· Taxis are available outside the station, with the journey to Manor Hall taking around 15 minutes, depending on the traffic.  Alternatively take the no. 8 bus to Clifton.  The nearest bus stop is in Queen’s Road outside the Students’ Union building (marked 80 on the map).

Travelling by Air:

· See the University web site. Taxis are available outside the Bristol International Airport (20-30 minutes to Manor Hall) and there is also a regular coach service from Bristol International Airport to the Marlborough Street Bus and Coach Station (see travelling by Coach above.)

On Foot:

· In addition to the road entrance on Lower Clifton Hill, there are steps down from York Place into the car park just outside the front door .
