City Car Club provides its members with flexible access to cars without the cost and hassle of ownership. 

It has got to be one of the easiest forms of car hire available - within a week of joining you can be driving away whenever you choose!  Members of the club have access to a pool of 44 cars that they can use for periods from as little as an hour.

All the cars in the club are less than two years old, insured, fuelled, professionally cleaned and benefit from dedicated parking spaces in key areas of the city.  The City Car Club fleet also contributes to savings of over 2000 tonnes of CO2 per year which makes it more environmentally friendly than owning or running a car of your own!
PLEASE NOTE: The City Car Club cars are not to be used solely for travelling to and from work or travelling between sites, except at weekends.  The Car Club is dedicated to staff who have appointments outside of Frenchay, Southmead or Blackberry Hill hospitals.  If you wish to use the car for personal journeys you will need to set up an additional account in your name (discount available for NBT staff).
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What are the benefits of joining? 
· Affordability – you only pay for the time you use the car 

· Convenience – park within easy walking distance of your home and workplace 

· Flexibility – hire by the hour, reserve on the spur of the moment or a year in advance 

· Hassle free – insurance, tax, service and maintenance all included 

· Easy parking – no more parking permits or time wasted hunting for a space 

· Environmentally Friendlier – you will use a City Car Club car less than a car you own yourself so you will help reduce congestion and pollution on our streets - you may even get to drive one of the fleet's 50 hybrid cars!

North Bristol NHS Trust has teamed up with the Car Club to offer members of staff free use of the cars for journeys made for work and a big discount on membership of the club for personal use.

Parking is at a premium within our hospitals but the car club benefits from reserved spaces in convenient locations on Chapel Way at Southmead and opposite the Short Stay Car Park at Frenchay Hospital. 



Membership
There are two types of membership available – private and Trust. 

Private membership allows you to use the cars for your own purposes.
Trust membership allows you to use the cars for journeys made for work only.

How does it work?
It’s as simple as 1-2-3! 

1. Select your car pick-up point and either book online or over the phone 

2. Unlock the car using your personal smart card and type your PIN into the in-car computer terminal 

3. Drive away! 



How much does it cost?
The cost is made up of a combination of a membership fee, an hourly rate and a mileage charge. There are no additional insurance, parking, fuel, VAT, tax, breakdown or maintenance costs. 

Trust (including AWP and University of Bristol staff) members pay absolutely nothing for work use!  All charges are paid by the Trust. If you are a Trust member, personal membership starts at just £50! NBT staff even get an additional £25 off, making it just £25 for the one-off sign up fee.  Terms and conditions apply and other tariffs are available, see the City Car Club website for full details.  Private membership costs £50 for life time membership, an hourly rate from £3.60 and includes 50 free miles worth of fuel per day.
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
