The 1930s, (or now): The economy is in a slump. Elisabeth 
needs a work-permit to earn money, and she needs money 
for the permit – a catch-22 that keeps getting her into 
more trouble as she tries to sell her future corpse, borrows 
money, accepts kindness and looks for affection which 
turns out to be conditional after all. In the different stages 
and encounters of this progression, grimly funny and 
wrenchingly emotional in turn, Horváth brilliantly 
reveals both society’s tendency to stick it to the little guy 
and the human desire for genuine relationships and 
communication: A desire that is thwarted again and again 
in the chain of encounters and tableaux in Glaube Liebe 
Hoffnung, as faith, love, and hope are in turn shown to 
clash with reality and human limitations.
