Letter from James Fisher to Eunice Frost, Penguin Books Ltd., 14 February 1947.  Fisher informs Frost that progress is being made on his Bird Recognition series [A175, A176, A177, A392].  He discusses the various pictures of pelicans that Frost has sent him and prefers the one labelled ‘B’, which he thinks was derived from the photograph by Dr F.M. Chapman in W.B. Alexander’s Birds of the Ocean.  Fisher thinks that Roger Tory Peterson’s sketch of a white pelican in A Field Guide to Western Birds is the best, adding that this book has done for the western U.S. what his Bird Recognition is going to do for Britain.
Letter from William Grimmond to Eunice Frost, Penguin Books Ltd., 1 April 1947.  Grimmond sends Frost his pelican roughs for consideration and informs her that those marked ‘A’ are copies of the sketches in A Field Guide to Western Birds, those marked ‘B’ being variants on ‘A’, those marked ‘C’ are based on some pictures of Brown Pelicans in the 22 March 1947 edition of Picture Post, and the one marked ‘D’ being an improvement on his original rough.  He concludes that he would like to hear about The Secret of Dead Man’s Cove [by R.J. McGregor, published as a Puffin Story Book, PS42, in October 1948].

Enclosed you will find a sheet with various early Penguin and other symbols.  If you could return it* [soon please] to me with any notes about their authorship I should be most grateful.  Herbert Spencer intends to publish a survey of the design history of Penguins and is anxious to include these details.
