Has been informed that Danish customers prefer the American style of production and that Editộra Penguin report that Brazilians prefer pictorial and laminated covers.  Suggests that telling P.B.I to discontinue using the name Penguin and Pelican on their productions would create a major upheaval.  Agrees that the blurbs are currently not very interesting and suggests passing them around at literary meeting before they are printed.  Suggest that they both try to get into the office earlier in the morning, hold monthly staff meetings, try to work at the office as much as possible, for Allen to try to take as many holidays as possible, and to define everyone’s position in the firm.  He may be able to take over answering all the P.R. [public relations?] letters, but hopes Wyld could be trained to do this.  Bill Rapley has reported getting a lot of queries for some of the old Shakespeare titles which Richard thinks need the cover and title page redesigned.  W.E. Williams thinks the pre-war selling conditions will return shortly and that the home market should have first priority with export as a luxury.  Mentions problems with Export, such as P.B.I having 13,000 unsold King Penguins and the wholesalers in Copenhagen with 485 out of 500 unsold copies of Wuthering Heights.  Agrees that Eunice Frost should be on W.E. Williams’ proposed council.  Realises that the only stability in publishing today is in educational books, including Classics, particularly bound copies which he would prefer Penguin to concentrate on producing in favour of The Things we See series.  Would be happy to drop Bonnier and the Italian Atlas.  George Bernard Shaw has a great personal regard for Allen and Richard suggests that they produce one of all of Shaw’s plays.  Suggests that they investing in binding equipment for Harmondsworth.
