Side A – radio interview with Sir Allen Lane by George Scott, Margaret Lane and Walter Allen concerning the history and development of Penguin Books Ltd.  Broadcast on the ‘Frankly Speaking’ programme of the BBC Home Service on 1 February 1961.
Sir Allen Lane speaks of his uncle, John Lane, the publisher whom he first went to work for when he left school, and his Bristol boyhood. He never had any ambition to be a publisher although the family was dominated by John Lane who took a particular

interest in him.  His aims in establishing Penguin Books was to print ‘the sort of books I would like to read myself’ he founded his firm in 1936, when he was 32. He describes his unsuccessful attempts to educate himself at evening classes. The famous current affairs series Penguins published in the late nineteen-thirties were intended to inform public opinion. The slow awakening of his ‘social conscience’. The principles he applies in his publishing policies are basically those of personal enjoyment. His own private reading is small. Discusses the public persecution of Lady Chatterley's Lover and his firm's eventual vindication. He believes the trial was ‘of great educational value’; he did not look upon himself as a social crusader, rather believed that Penguins ‘should’ publish the book as they had already published so many of Lawrence's works.  His ‘non-publishing’ activities. He talks of his family (three daughters) and his plans to retire. ‘I am a solitary man, and I like it’. Possibly

he will introduce large scale paper-back publishing to Africa. 
Side B – radio interview with Sir Allen Lane by Jack Singleton concerning the history and development of Penguin Books Ltd.  The programme was made on the occasion of Lane’s retirement as Chairman as Penguin Books Ltd.  Broadcast on the ‘Home this Afternoon’ programme on BBC Radio 4 on 6 May 1969.

Sir Allen Lane discusses the development of his paper-back empire from its inception in the 1930s. Before this had obtained a thorough knowledge of publishing with his uncle's firm, The Bodley Head. Idea of name Penguin for paper-back series came from his then secretary and trade mark based on a sketch made by a member of the office staff at the zoo. Basic object was to produce good literature cheaply and reach a wider public. In issuing the series he went counter to the opinions of authors, publishers and booksellers. Original capital 3100 plus primitive accommodation in Great Portland Street, but books a success from the first. His luck in managing to get distribution through some big stores. Hearing a lady at a bookstall ask for a Pelican in mistake for Penguin gave him the idea of using this name for a companion series of books of scientific and cultural interest; Pelicans included works originally written for the series. Talks of some authors with when he has been associated and discusses some of the sore noteworthy paper-backs he has published. Mentions some problems of censorship arising from publication of Lady Chatterley's Lover and Ulysses.
