Deas Doctoral Scholarships

Department of Historical Studies, University of Bristol

The Department is offering two doctoral scholarships of three years duration, each to the value of £10,400 p.a. (plus £500 p.a. for research expenses and up to £1000 p.a. for expenses involved in organizing a community event/co-production of research.) The award is open to students embarking on PhD research in any aspect of History. We are looking for applicants interested in pursuing original research alongside one or more academics in the department, who also share a vision for public engagement of the discipline with a diverse audience and/or co-production of research. 

Alongside their research, the two students will help with aspects of Past Matters, a festival of history, which normally takes place each spring and includes public lectures, workshops, and a range of community events (http://bristol.ac.uk/public-engagement/events/past-matters), and they will also run a schools or community event that emerges from their PhD research interests and/or have the co-production of research at the core of their PhD.

History students who intend to apply for funding from the South, West and Wales Doctoral Training Partnership, and who also intend to apply to Bristol are encouraged to apply for a Deas Scholarship.
