UNIVERSITY COMPUTER EQUIPMENT 

The University has arranged “All Risks” insurance in respect of computer equipment whilst off site in the custody of University staff and used for University business.  

The main terms of the cover are as follows:

Policy excess:


£1,500

Principal Conditions:

Excludes losses from unattended vehicles

Theft cover is subject to evidence of forcible entry to or from the premises

Full details of the insurance cover are available from the University’s Insurance Officer, Ginny Hope (e-mail: insurance-enquiries@bris.ac.uk) telephone 0117 928 7791 (Ext. 87791).

In many cases the policy excess will be greater than the value of the equipment lost and in this circumstance the department will be responsible for the replacement cost.

Persons borrowing University property are responsible for its safe keeping at all times.  They will therefore be liable for the full replacement cost of the equipment in the following circumstances:

· If it is stolen from an unattended vehicle

· If it is left in an unlocked room/ building

· If it is lost or damaged through carelessness

Staff are reminded of the need for special care if taking any personal data offsite.  This should only be done if absolutely necessary, security is essential and under no circumstances should the personal data be transferred to your home computer or outside the EU.  See:
