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Description(s): 
Domestic violence is a serious public health and clinical problem with devastating effect on women’s health and great cost to the NHS. We are a leading UK team researching domestic violence and abuse in the context of primary care. Our previous studies have found that there is an association between women's exposure to domestic violence and use of emergency contraception (the ‘morning-after pill’). Community pharmacy is one of the core providers of emergency contraception in the UK. Request for emergency contraception presents an opportunity to ask about domestic violence and abuse and refer those who disclosed to a specialist service. We plan to develop an intervention to upskill and support pharmacy staff in identifying patients with experience of domestic violence and abuse and responding to disclosure. Several public health interventions has been tested and implemented in the community pharmacy setting (e.g. smoking cessation). This rapid literature review aims: (i) to identify existing domestic violence interventions in the community pharmacy setting, (ii) to illuminate pharmacy staff and women views and experiences around domestic violence and abuse. The findings will be used to develop a domestic violence intervention for pharmacy staff that is feasible and acceptable to both professionals and women. This project will be relevant to those interested in: domestic violence, health services research, intervention development and systematic review methodology.
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
